C.A. Rosseti, nr.4, pentru a forma o asociatie denumitd initial “Radio
Craiova “, ca mai apoi sd devina “Radioclubul Craiova “.

Acest nucleu a contribuit esential la dezvoltarea

radioamatorismului Tn Romania prin organizarea de conferinte radio si
demonstratii tehnice, prin prezentarea in publicatii strdine si romadnesti
a activitdatii radioclubului, prin inscrierea multor radioamatori din tard
n aceastd miscare craioveand. In cadrul Radioclubului Craiova
radioamatorii romdni vor folosi un prefix neoficial CV5, cunoscut in
intreaga lume si ca urmare a serviciului de primire/expediere a
confirmarilor radio asigurat ™n cadrul radioclubului (Serviciul QSL).

ENGLISH VERSION:

100 years since the founding of the first Hamradio CLub in Romania -
“Radioclubul Craiova”

The enthusiasm for experimenting with radio waves, in the context of
global technical discoveries, led to the founding of the first Hamradio
Club in Romania on March 18, 1926, in Craiova.

Personalities who marked the amateur radio movement in Romania,

Dr. Alexandru Savopol, Lt. Bdjenescu Ion, Mr. N. Ciocardia, Mr. M.
Nanoveanu, Eng. Ivanovici, Mr. Postelnicu came together in the building on
4 C.A. Rosseti Street, o form an association initially called “Radio
Craiova”, which later became “Radioclubul Craiova”.

This nucleus contributed significantly o the development of amateur
radio in Romania by organizing radio conferences and technical
demonstrations, by presenting the radio club's activity in foreign and
Romanian publications, by enrolling many amateur radio operators in the
country in this Craiova movement. Within the Craiova Radio Club,
Romanian amateur radio operators will use an unofficial prefix CV5, known
throughout the world and as a result of the radio confirmation
receiving/sending service provided within the radio club (QSL Bureau).

On this occasion, the amateur radio section of CSM Craiova issues an
anniversary diploma.

The diploma is awarded for at least 3 contacts with the special station
YR100RC, approved by ANCOM, in different bands and/or different
modes.



The accepted modes are: CW, PH, MX or DG (all digital modes!) in the
authorized bands and on satellites in the amateur service.

The special callsign YR100RC will be active between March 16 and
September 30, 2026.

Activators can obtain a diploma by creating and uploading logs with at
least 250 QSOs.

Diplomas in electronic format are free and can be obtained directly from
hamlog.online

If you want a printed one, the diploma costs 10 lei in YO or 10 Euros for
those outside YO.
